MUST DO: For your summer reading assignment, you will choose a book to read and
complete a project to turn in on the first day of school. You will be presenting your
project to your class.

courage, justice, forgiveness, and service. These are wonderful character traits
to read about and emulate!

e You may choose a book that is not on this list if you know of one you would like to
read and can highlight a virtuous character.

Once you have read your book work on your project:

Make a poster that shows what we can learn from the main character (or other virtuous
character of your chosen book) ... how they demonstrate the virtue of faith, hope, love,
courage, justice, forgiveness, service, etc. You may show your character demonstrating
a virtue in a scene from the book or make a collection of scenes. Please make your
poster illustrations colorful and any writing bold and easy to read. Many books highlight
several virtues so feel free to point out others you see as you create your poster! Be
sure your poster includes: the book title, book’s author, name(s) of the featured
character(s), and your name.

MAY DO:

e You are encouraged to read more than one book this summer. Record the
book(s) you read on the Reading Log page included in this packet. Be sure to
have your parent(s) sign your log.

e Additional Option - Play RINGO (Reading BINGO) by reading different types of
books and tracking them on the Reading Log page, including the type of book.
Complete RINGO by reading each of the types of books in a vertical, horizontal,
or diagonal list. Be sure to have your parent(s) sign your log.
